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Abstract

This document contains the instructions for preparing your manuscript for the proceedings of ARAL 2017. The document itself conforms to its own specifications, and is therefore an example of what your manuscript should look like. These instructions should be used for both papers submitted for review and for final versions of accepted papers. Authors are asked to conform to all the directions reported in this document. This abstract should not be more than 200 words and is written in 10-point font.
1 Introduction

The following instructions are directed to authors of papers submitted to PACLIC 30 or accepted for publication in its proceedings. All authors are required to adhere to these specifications. Authors are required to provide a Portable Document Format (PDF) version of their papers. The proceedings will be printed on a US Letter Borderless (8.5 x 11). Please use the author’s family name as filename (e.g., Dita.pdf). 
2 General Instructions 

Manuscripts must be in two-column format. Exceptions to the two-column format include the title, authors’ names, affiliation, and email address, which must be centered at the top of the first page, and any full-width figures or tables (see the guidelines in Subsection 3.5). Type single-spaced. Start all pages directly under the top margin. See the guidelines later regarding formatting the first page. Do not number the pages.

2.1 Electronically-available resources

Please note that if you will be using the Microsoft Word template, we suggest that you anonymize your source file so that the pdf produced does not retain your identity. This can be done by removing any personal information from your source document properties.
2.2 Layout 

Format manuscripts two columns to a page, in the manner these instructions are formatted. The exact dimensions for a page on US-letter paper are:
· Left and right margins: 1in

· Top margin:1in

· Bottom margin: 1in

· Column width: 3.15in

· Column height: 9in

· Gap between columns: 0.2in

Papers should not be submitted on any other paper size. Submitted papers that do not conform to the formatting standards are returned. Please be guided accordingly.
2.3 Fonts

For reasons of uniformity, Century Gothic font should be used. Please take note of the following font size.

2.4 The First Page 

Center the title, author's name(s), affiliation(s), and email address across both columns. Do not use footnotes for affiliations. Use the two-column format only when you begin the abstract.

Title: Place the title centered at the top of the first page, in a 14-point bold font. (For a complete guide to font sizes and styles, see Table 1.) Long title should be typed on two lines without a blank line intervening. Approximately, put the title at 1in from the top of the page, followed by a blank line, then the author's names(s), and the affiliation on the following line. Do not use only initials for given names (middle initials are allowed). Do not format surnames in all capitals (e.g., “Dita,” not “DITA”).  The affiliation should contain the author's current university or college, and electronic mail address. Leave about 0.75in between the affiliation and the body of the first page. The title, author names and addresses should be completely identical to those entered to the electronic paper submission website in order to maintain the consistency of author information among all publications of the conference.

Abstract: Type the abstract at the beginning of the first column. The width of the abstract text should be smaller than the width of the columns for the text in the body of the paper by about 0.25in on each side. Center the word Abstract in a 12 point bold font above the body of the abstract. The abstract should be a concise summary of the general thesis and conclusions of the paper. It should be no longer than 200 words. The abstract text should be in 10-point font.

Text: Begin typing the main body of the text immediately after the abstract, observing the two-column format as shown in the present document. Do not include page numbers.

Indent when starting a new paragraph. For reasons of uniformity, use Century Gothic font, with 11 points for text and subsection headings, 12 points for section headings and 14 points for the title. Sections 

Headings: Type and label section and subsection headings in the style shown on the present document. Use numbered sections (Arabic numerals) in order to facilitate cross references. Number subsections with the section number and the subsection number separated by a dot, in Arabic numerals. Do not number subsubsections.

References: Gather the full set of references together under the heading References; place the section before any Appendices, unless they contain references. For documentation, please conform to APA6.
Appendices: Appendices, if any, directly follow the text and the references (but see above). Letter them in sequence and provide an informative title: Appendix A. Title of Appendix.

Acknowledgment sections should go as a last section immediately before the references. Do not number the acknowledgement section.

2.5 Footnotes 

Footnotes: Put footnotes at the bottom of the page. They may be numbered or referred to by asterisks or other symbols.
 Footnotes should be separated from the text by a line.
  Footnotes should be in 9 point font.

2.6 Graphics 

Illustrations: Place figures, tables, and photographs in the paper near where they are first discussed, rather than at the end, if possible. Wide illustrations may run across both columns. Color illustrations are discouraged, unless you have verified that they will be understandable when printed in black ink.

Captions: Provide a caption for every illustration; number each one sequentially in the form: “Figure 1. Caption of the Figure.” “Table 1. Caption of the Table.” Type the captions of the figures and tables below the body, using 11 point text.

3 Translation of non-English Terms

It is also advised to supplement non-English terms with appropriate transliterations and/or translations. Non-English terms are in italics followed by the free translation in single quotation. For instance, maganda ‘beautiful’ is written this way.
4 Length of Submission 

ARAL 2017 submissions should be written in readable and plain English and may be up to six (6) pages long, including text, figures and tables, plus reference without page limit. Papers that do not conform to the specified length and formatting requirements are subject to re-submission.
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Do not number the acknowledgment section. Do not include this section when submitting your paper for review.
